To practice layout and page presentation, it is best to do a mini project focusing entirely on these things. 

Design Specifications / Hoa whakatakoranga:
· Each page will have a hand drawn title
· Each page will be carefully layed out
· There will be at least one of each drawing style through the process: 2 point sketch, isometric, oblique, orthographic and 1 point perspective
· The design must encompass a strong sense of the nature based inspiration sheet

Design Process:
Step One: Research / Tirohanga: 
You will receive a handout with imagery on it that you can use to gather inspiration from. We will create a page of observational research sketches from this.


Step Two: Concepts / Ariā:
You will need at least 3x ideas for the cellphone combination concepts. We will use 3x methods to create these:
· Method one: Rapid sketches
· Method two: Image maths (one image + another image = combination concept)
· Method three: Image Matrix


Step Three: Development / Tupunga:
Select the most promising concept you have created. This idea will be manipulated to improve either its overall aesthetic look or the functionality; or both. 


Step Four: Final Design Images  + Evaluation
Once a final design has been developed, you will create a final presentation Isometric Drawing and complete the book work. You will also need to write an evaluation, discussing the positives and negatives of your design, and the overall process you went through with this mini project.
