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CONTAINER HOUSE

Situation / Āhuatanga:
A local company in Levin is starting a business to utilise their waste containers. They need local designers to contribute their ideas for this project. Each designer gets two containers to use to create a sleep out for a teenager.  This company requires that the final ideas per entry are computer generated for their showroom.

Design Specifications / Hoa whakatakoranga:
· The containers are 4m x 2m.
· You need to have a bed, desk and relaxation area in your design
· You can stack the containers or sit them side by side
· There must be at least 2 entries / exits
· There must be at least 4 windows (think about skylights)
· The containers must have a natural cladding 
· You must produce a final design on Sketchup and create a small presentation board (1xA3)

Design Process:
Step One: Research / Tirohanga: 

You will need to have at least 2x A3 page with examples of container homes you like. These examples need annotations using design terminology (notes describing the positives and negatives of each design) and must be completed for hand in.

Step Two: Concepts / Ariā:

You need to produce 4x concepts for a floorplan. Remember that you are using a ‘birds eye view’ when you draw these. You can use a ruler if it is easier, otherwise you can sketch.
Label each floorplan and use annotations to describe the features of each one.

Step Three: Development / Tupunga:

Select your chosen floorplan concept to develop. This will need to be clearly identified in your workbook process.

Using this chosen floorplan design, you will use Sketchup to develop the external of the building. 
Step one: Draw your floorplan up in sketchup
Step Two: Contour the edges
Step Three: Extrude the surface to the chosen height.
Step Four: Add windows and doors. Import furniture and any extra details you wish to add

Once you have created your design in Sketchup, you will need to develop the cladding, the positions of the windows, the doors, internal colours etc. Make sure to screenshot all major changes for your book!

Step Four: Final Computer Generated Design / Evaluations

You will need to create 1x A3 final colour presentation board of your design. 
This board will need to have external and internal screenshots of your design. Be careful what angle you choose to use for your screenshot. There is only enough space for 6 images on an A3 board!!
